But amongst all these big
releases, we find the most orig-
inal and underrated album of
the year in Neutral Milk
Hotel’s In the Aeroplane Over
the Sea.

Portishead’s first official live album, PNYC, combines a 33-piece
orchestra and incorporates a DJ, keyboards, drums, guitar, bass, vocals
and a brass section. In some songs the band redefines popular music.

The band, which originated in England, comprised the album from

ngs from two previously released albums.

The band recorded nine of the 11 songs on PNYC at New York City’s
Roseland Ballroom.

The orchestra sits in the background for the majority of the concert, but
nicely complements the songs. For example, a jazzy bass riff introduces

solo, the song gets louder and more distorted, and Gibbons conveys more
emotion as she yells out the lyrics to the song.

A cheering audience introduces and concludes every song on the album,
but the crowd attentively sits in silence for almost every moment the band
performs.

for the high minded and black clad.

Moritz added that he feels alter-
native rock got ‘thrown for a loop’
after Kurt Cobain shot himself
after a heroin overdose five years

ago. He thinks that with hip-hop,
rap, and rhythm and blues domi-
nating the music world, a lot of
artists are going to try new things.

He sees artists crossing styles
and cites the success of rock musi-
cian Everlast, a former member of
hip-hop group House of Pain, as an
example of this.

"Artists are going to continue to
meld different styles and that’s
what makes it fun," Moritz added.
