“JYONP ON IT

Hayden Christensen is his own time machine

in this fast-paced action flick

Imagine having the power to go anywhere inan in-
stant, just by looking at a picture. No, it's not some new
technology developed by Apple, Inc. to put the airlines
out of business. It's the premise of 20th Century Fox
and New Regency Production’s new, twisted and ADD-
driven love child, Jumper.

This modern-day cyclone of fast times, high explo-
sions and confusing plot twists was adapted for the
screen based on the 1992 science-fiction novel of the
same name by Steven Gould.

Jumper begins with the introduction of David Rice--
his 15-year-old version played by Max Thierot and the
23-year-old version played by Hayden Christensen.
Rice is the social outcast of his town outside of Detroit.
While trying to rescue a present for his crush Miliie, he
falls through an ice patch on a river. Instead of drown-
ing, David discovers he can “jump” to new locations.
Jumping only requires the mental picture or a physical
picture for a Jumper to get to a new location.

After being taken for dead, David decides to start a
new life in New York City. After traveling to the Big Apple
and using his newfound jumping abilities to rob various
banks, David begins a steady life as a playboy socialite
who has a career in “banking.”

In his adult days, David spends his time jumping
around the world, sleeping with beautiful women, surfing
giant coasts, and staying on the top of the world (liter-
ally and figuratively). That is until, Roland Cox (Samuel
Jackson) finds David in his lavish lifestyle. Roland is a
Paladin, a person who hunts and terminates Jumpers
because they feel that Jumpers have too much power for
one person. For centuries, Jumpers and Paladins have
been in battle. After escaping from Roland's clutches,
David goes back to his hometown.

Following his reunion with his high school sweetheart
Millie (Rachel Bilson), they take an impromptu trip to
Rome. While exploring the Roman Coliseum, David
meets another Jumper named Griffin, played by Jamie
Bell. Griffin is a Jumper who hunts and kills Paladins as a
method of getting back at them for hunting and killing his
own kind. After Griffin and David get into a scrap at the
Coliseum, David sends Millie back to their hometown for
her protection. However, according to Griffin it's already
too late: the Paladins have already targeted Millie and
will do anything to get to David to terminate him. Thus
begins David’s attempt to stop Roland, save Millie, and
live in peace.

A sub-par action flick at best, Jumper had some pretty
big jumps in its content. The details like the names of
the characters, their current location, the time period,
and just what the situation was during the scenes was
something left entirely to the audience to figure out on
their own accord. Although minor technical aspects like
clothing, location of the actors did become annoying
throughout the film, the actors themselves had decent
chemistry to make Jumper work.

Allin all, Jumper was a speed-induced movie that
moved far too fast for its own good. If the action was
toned down more and had better plot development, then
maybe it would've been a better film. Overall, Jumper is
a decent flick but requires Advil and a manual to properly
understand this hectic movie.
