Station submits proposal for web streaming to Trustees

Soon your mom could listen
to WSBU-FM 88.3 The Buzz.

Station manager Bryan
Collins delivered a proposal
to St. Bonaventure University
President Sr. Margaret Camney,
O.SF. last week. The Buzz
Board of Directors is asking her
and the Board of Trustees for
approval to stream radio pro-
grams online.

Disc jockeys have asked
members of the
station  how
their  friends
and fam-
ily could listen
to their radio e
shows if their "%
loved ones live
outside the Olean/Allegany re-

gion. Making online streams .

available would reward long-
time disc jockeys for their work
and would allow their loved
ones to hear their on-air talent.

Many alumni and parents
showed enthusiasm for broad-
casting online during Family
Weekend last fall. Alumni would
be able to listen to the station
from whatever location they are
at and stay connected to univer-
sity news. Online streaming of
athletic events covered by The
Buzz, such as women's basket-
ball games and men’s baseball
games, would give parents of

athletes the opportunity to listen
to athletic events if they were
unable to attend games.

Internet streaming is a grow-
ing trend among college sta-
tions. Emerson College, the
top ranked college radio station
according to the Princeton Re-
view, streams programs online
Ithaca College, Rhode Island
College and the University of
San Francisco also stream pro-
grams online.

The Buzz is dedicated to
promoting and
seeking modern

music. More im-
portantly, The
Buzz is a media outlet for stu-
dents, faculty and administra-
tors to volunteer their time to
represent the university in the
outlet of broadcasting, as stat-
ed by the station’s constitution.

The addition of online
streaming would considerably
increase the number of listen-
ers. Potential students may
hear programs online while
visiting the station's website.
These students may like what
they hear and visit the universi-
ty’s website to find out what St.
Bonaventure has to offer.

With the addition of online
streaming, The Buzz would
have a stronger responsibility

to represent the university in a
positive light. The programming
department will work closely
with the on-air talent to promote
the station in a positive and pro-
fessional light.

“‘We've been working with
the DJs for the past week to im-
prove the sound quality of the
programming,” said Bill Ken-
ney, director of programming at
The Buzz. “We really feel that
if we stream online, it will land
an air of credibility to the station
and would allow us to be recog-
nized at a higher level. It will be

the crown jewel of the work we
have done.”

Not only would The Buzz
have a greater number of lis-
teners, but also the program
that would allow the station
to steam online could track
where listeners are tuning in.
Determining the station’s target
would allow The Buzz to cater to
the audience's tastes in music,
news and other programming,
while providing to the needs of
the listeners at St. Bonaventure
University.

“Live streaming opens a
door of endless positive op-
portunities for the station,” said
Bryan Collins, station manager.
"The future is now and it starts
with live streaming our casts.”
