Idewild’s new album contains 1
of catchy tunes ranging in musical styles
all thrown together to form an enjoyable
punk-melodic-pop hybrid.

100 Broken Windows shifts between
restrained emotional, but never sappy,
singing and heavy, unrestrained
screaming hooks which come together
creating a truly musical experience. The
album flows very well from track to track;
